Rules and Regulations

The rules and regulation below have received the approval of local authority. The rules and regulations are applicable to all
vendors, exhibitors and all business participants who have purchases or are occupying Layton Boulevard West Neighbors
booth space. All participants are asked to follow and respect the following rules and regulations to ensure that Silver City’s
Asian Festival celebration will be an enjoyable and safe event for vendors and attendees.

Article 1. GENERAL RULES

a.  NO REFUND will be made after September 1, 2007 for booth cancellation.
Vendors/exhibitors will be discharged from the event by local police for failure to follow rules.

c. Layton Boulevard West Neighbors reserves the right to deny this application if sales and exhibit items do not fall
within event guidelines and regulations.

d. Layton Boulevard West Neighbors reserves the right to inspect Vendor’s premises during the term of this
agreement for compliance with these provisions and shall have the right to request and/ot cause the removal of any
items which Layton Boulevard West Neighbors determines, in its sole discretion, may be a violation of these
provisions. In the event that vendor does not immediately cure such violations, Layton Boulevard West Neighbors
shall have the right to expel vendor pursuant to Vendor rules and regulations.

e. Layton Boulevard West Neighbors assumes no responsibility for damage or theft to merchandise, personal

belongings and/or loss of profits with no exceptions to any cause.

Article 2. RESTRICTIONS
a.  Vendors are allowed to sell only what has been reported to and approved by the Vendor/Exhibitor Coordinator.
